This term in computing, students in Years
5, 6 and 7 have been learning about E-
Safety.

Lockyer’s Learning

This term in art, Year 6 have been completing an-
imal drawings with a focus on the skill of colour-
blending.

Year 8, on the other hand, have been working on
their still life drawing, with a particular focus on
the skill of tonal shading.

Year 8 have been studying Michael Morpurgo’s First
World War novel, Private Peaceful, as well as looking at
the historical context in which it is set. Year 7 had a go at
writing a persuasive speech their teachers using a range of
techniques before moving on to the study of Beowulf. Year
S 6 have read Fortunately the Milk by Neil Gaiman as well
AR writing our own adaptations of My Teacher’s Secret Life
59 by Stephen Krensky. Our newest students, Year 5, have
¥ been reading The Sleeping Sword by Michael Morpurgo
and working on improving their persuasive writing.

Year 8 have been looking at hardware, in-

cluding the different
components of a PC
and their role in its
functioning.

Science

In science this term, Year 5 have been
studying the digestive sys-
tem and have now moved
on to look at Earth and
space.

Year 6 have been looking at the circulato-
ry system, with a particular focus on the
heart and lungs before moving on to
think about healthy living.

Year 7 have been studying particles and
the differences between liquids, solids
and gases. They then used this learning to
help them understand the nature of solu-
tions and how they can be separated.

Year 8s have been studying cells and re-
production, both human and animal.




Black History Month
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October i1s Black History Month; we have been learning about
people from history whose contributions have been marginalised or
forgotten. Here are some examples of figures from the black community
who our students have researched.

Rosa Parks

On the 1st of December, 1955, in Montgomery,
Alabama, Rosa Parks refused to give up her seat
in the “coloured section” of a bus to a white pas-
senger when the “whites only” section was full.
She was arrested for this.

Rosa Parks wasn’t the first person to stand up
against segregation; she was supported by the
NAACP (National Association for the Advance-
ment of Coloured People) to challenge her arrest
in court. This led to protests against Alabaman’s
segregation laws, including acts of civil disobe-
dience and boycotting buses.

Rosa inspired many in the
black community to fight
against injustice and in |
November 1956, bus seg-
regation was banned. Ro-
sa Parks died in 2005,
aged 92.
