Online Safety Day

All pupils will be taking part in an Online Safety Day on the morning of Wednesday 3rd January 2024.
We will be running an off-timetable event to consolidate children’'s awareness of some important
issues. Children will take part in this day alongside their tutor group. Themes covered during the day
will include:

Year 5 - cyberbullying & safe sharing

Year 6 - the potential dangers of using Social Media

Year 7 - challenging negative online behaviour & staying safe when talking to strangers (including
‘grooming’)

Year 8 - the risks and legal implications of sending inappropriate images (including ‘sexting’)

It is our hope that the event will prompt some discussions between yourselves and your children and

further improve their safety - and appropriate use - whilst using internet-connected devices at home.
Using the internet safely and positively is a key message that we promote at Lockyer's Middle School,
